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Cornering 
 

The primary divisions of cornering are SLOW – LOOK – LEAN – ROLL.  This 
process is not inherited or acquired with a motorcycle endorsement on your 
driver’s license.  The better you can execute these segments; you will open 

up the true art of riding a motorcycle.  Many hate curves – and a few love the 
curves, actually the more the merrier. 

 
When approaching a curve SLOW to a proper entry speed (PRACTICE). 

 
LOOK to the exit of the curve when possible (PRACTICE) 

 
LEAN the bike and turn the grips in the direction of the arc. (PRACTICE) 

 
ROLL on the throttle – gently this will create a greater extension of the front 

suspension, which will add stability and control.  Abrupt acceleration will 
cause the loss of traction.  If you have to decelerate in the turn, then your 

approach was incorrect (PRACTICE) 
 

When turning whether it’s a gradual turn or a U-TURN – look into/thru to the 
exit – you will be surprised and much more at ease with curves. 

 
Braking – High Siding 

 
Motorcycle braking is the product of a number of forces.  1st there is engine 

braking (down shifting).  Also friction of the road acts as a braking force.  Our 
primary force is applying the brakes.  Keep I mind that 70% of braking power 
is in the front.  Note: limit use of front braking on wet surfaces and gravel as 

these could cause upset. 
 

HIGH SIDING is a direct effect of braking – locking our rear brake at a high 
rate of speed will give you a complete different response if you remove the 
brake once it is applied prior to coming to a complete stop.  High Siding will 
occur at that point the rear of the bike will pitch forward and side ways at the 
same time causing the rear of the bike to catapult over the front of the bike – 

resulting in a violent upset.

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Riding a motorcycle involves several rather 
complex functions. One of those functions is 
identification of critical cues in the traffic 
environment.  This occurs in the search part of 
the mental system and is dependent on clear, 
accurate visual perception. 
 
Visual perception is an active process in which 
we must purposely participate in order to make it 
work accurately.  Perception calls upon senses 
(mostly sight in riding a motorcycle) for input to 
out computer (brain).  Our brain processes the 
information to make it meaningful. 
 
When traffic is light, weather conditions good, 
and visibility and space favorable, all that’s 
necessary is that we choose a clear path and 
guide our motorcycle along it.   Practically 
anyone can accomplish that.  It’s when things get 
hectic that the challenge increases.  Our 
decisions become more critical and a mistake 
more costly.  Since decisions are all made based 
on our perception, it is extremely important that 
we attach the correct meaning to what we 
observe. 
 
Delayed recognition or inaccurate perception of 
impending hazards starts a process that leads to 
bad decisions and inappropriate responses, 
which can end in a collision or other harmful 
event. 
 
To hit a tennis ball, a player “looks” the ball onto 
the racket face.  Golfers concentrate their eye 
focus on the ball as the club head impacts the 
ball.  Baseball players look the ball all the way 
onto the bat as they get “good Wood” on it. 

VISUAL PERCEPTION – WHAT IS IT? 

Eye control is also a fundamental of riding a 
motorcycle.  THE MACHINE WILL GO WHERE 
YOUR EYES ARE FOCUSED.  The obvious 
point to me made is – look where you want to go.  
It sounds trite and simple to even mention such a 
ridiculously basic premise.  However, thinking 
that this visual concept is simple and easy can be 
a drastic mistake.  It isn’t easy to actually 
implement. 
 
Sizing up your entry to a corner, then focusing on 
the small piece of roadway that represents your 
chosen apex, and finally swinging your eyes to 
the area of the exit where you will soon be, is all 
much more difficult than it sounds.  Getting good 
at being able to concentrate your focus is directly 
related to the amount of practice applied.  It’s like 
perception – we aren’t born with it, we must 
practice. 
 
Good, dynamic eye habits properly focused 
reduces the likelihood of being lulled into target 
fixation.  That’s the term generally associated 
with staring at an area or object to such an extent 
that it draws you to it.  You run over the object 
you most want to avoid or you cross the area in a 
turn that takes you off your line.  For instance, 
fixating on the edge of the roadway instead of on 
your intended path you intend to take.  Looking at 
the area you intend to follow not only contributes 
to a smooth negotiation of the curve, but you also 
pick up any road surface condition that may 
necessitate an adjustment of your line.  When 
your eyes negotiate a smooth curve, the rider 
and machine follow the same path.
